Double-handed Casting Instruction - Spey Casting

Guy Manning will be presenting a 4 session Double Handed Casting Clinic this spring. Also known as Spey Casting, Double Handed casting is an
extremely effective way to cover a large amount of water and get the fly to the fish effectively. The cost is $50 for all 4 classes, payable in cash or
check at the first class.
