Instead we use the Park Marina events center, which is located South of HWY 44 across from Turtle Bay

Museum.

From I-5 take Hwy 44 WEST, then take the Convention Center exit, turn left to cross over Hwy 44 and turn
left at the first light (at Park Marina Drive). The meeting location (1800 Park Marina Drive) is in the plaza

on the right.

From downtown take Hwy 44 EAST, then take the Convention Center exit, which becomes Park Marina
Drive. The meeting location (1800 Park Marina Drive) is in the plaza on the right.
